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Productions for Change Awards $1,000 Grant 

This November, when the pandemic forced the Main Street Community Foundation’s Men & 

Boys’ Fund to cancel its 2020 fundraisers, Bristol’s Productions for Change came to the rescue. A new 

Bristol nonprofit that provides grants for video production to deserving local organizations, 

Productions for Change underwrote two thirds of the cost of a 3-minute fundraising video for the 

Men & Boys’ Fund.
